Present: Jeff Scandrett, Paul Cooper,  Dave Hudson, Andrea Murray, David Oliver, Catherine Oliver, Colin Pearson, Jordan Pearson, 
1.Apologies. Ali Taylor, and Alan Friel
 

2.Approve the minutes from Nov. 23, 2010. Moved by D. Oliver that the Minutes be passed from Nov. 23rd.  Seconded by A. Murray 
 

3. Investigation of Coaching Credentials and Qualified Coaches - Paul reports the relationships between Huxser, Mark Elliot and Dave Plew is opening up and Huxster is much more on the radar with BikeNZ and Mark Elliot. 

David Oliver reported what is happening with BMXNZ and BikeNZ and their Performance Program.  BMX is working well with BikeNZ and receiving plenty of support. 

Coaching Course in Napier in Nov. for BMX and Road and Track.  Andrea suggested applying to a Funder to allow 4/6 Canterbury people to attend.  Ideally 2 Cross Country and 2 Down Hill.   The Criteria for those people is still to be finalised.  The Huster Committee would like a letter of application from anyone interested.  Advertise the idea on the Wed site next to Results after our events.  Concerns about the people who are keen to start the course  will still be around in the near future to finish the course and give back the coaching we are needing. 
4. Relationships with Bikenz and MTBNZ- Huxster is still on keen to access more resources which the other codes of cycling already enjoy.  One way to move forward is to pressure MTBNZ to work collaborate with BikeNZ whilst we build our own relationship with BikeNZ and Road and Track. 
5. Strategic Planning report from Andrea re. meeting with Peter Burley (planner for Sport Canterbury) Big Picture for Canterbury Biking relates back to what Peter Burley explained-

Andrea has sent the 3 Year plan from PNP Club to Committee (on 14TH April).  We may adopt a similar plan.  The big picture stuff- Biking Canterbury Collective, lead to a  discussion about how  Huxster  fits in to that larger picture. Not much to report at this stage. 

 

6.  Travel Fund for Canterbury Riders – Although we did not vote consenses seemed to keep our aim at U19 rider and keep them going to the North Island to compete.  If the Club ends up with any profit from the next two events we will decide how to set a guideline for giving assistance for U19 riders.   
7. Andrea presented  the accounts and a summary, from November through to April 2011.  At the moment we have about $6800 which is tagged to pay for the Champs Loin Foundation items and Safety equipment.  

Safety equipment will be investigated on Torpedo Seven.  This was done via a link Colon found for some very cheap Elbow and arm guards.  The trouble being they are too long in the arm for the little people, and may be why they are all on sale. The hope is to get as much comfortable gear as possible for $2000 from Air Rescue.  

8. Other items included- needing about 10-12 marshals for May 29 at Bike Jam.  

All hand on deck for May 14 and 15, Champs and other events. 
Work for the Wicked Weekend will begin with the Rangiora crew canvassing Hanmer with Flyers and Paul working the Mt Somers Crowd. 
 

9. Gaining more members through automatic membership for any Huxster Event, including relays.  Suggested that a Family Membership options be promoted as the way to go.  Although Huxster is still mainly about running events just for U19. Discussion about including U23, University students and the like, any person who started in Huxster back in 2004, who may fell more aligned to Junior Mountain Biking than Single Track Club or Gravity?  This item to be expanded and voted at next meeting. 
10. Wed. Avo. Term riding is to be revamped -possible use a hub system and set up a short course at a  few bigger schools .  This would get heaps of kids out riding and maybe over to Rapaki at the end of term.    To be continued.
